I quickly became absorbed in mathematics and  my  director of studies wrote "  It is 
the passion for mathematics which dominates him, I think it would be best for him  if his parents 
would allow him to study nothing but this, he is wasting his time here and does nothing but 
torment his teachers and overwhelm himself with punishments. " My school reports began to 
describe me  as singular, bizarre, original and closed.  M. Vernier reported however me as " 
Intelligence, marked progress but not enough method. "In 1828 I took the examination of the 
Ecole Polytechnique but failed. It was the leading University of Paris and I have wished to enter it 
for academic reasons. However, I also wished to enter this school because of the strong political 
 movements that existed among its students, since I followed my parents example in being an 
ardent republican. I couldnt live longer than 21 years, finally when I died in a duel with the Jail 
officer over a girl named Stephanne. My seminal work was rejected by Possion, and many others 
I find no time to reveal, because I had to complete works before political demonstrations.  
Fortunately the last night before the duel    I wrote all I knew about group theory.  Tell me who am 
I? 
Evariste Galois.  I thought -> age 21, duel, stephanne, group theory, and many others were more 
than a give away clues. Imagine if he lived say 50 years!!!! 
 
I  was born in 1852. My passions were mostly elliptic functions integral equations , quadratic 
reciprocity, number theory  etc.Unfortunately I was living my life during which there were lots of 
poilitical struggle in France. I do believe that mathematics and research should not be influenced 
by Politics. As a result of My  refusal to vote for the government's candidate in 1824 my pension 
was stopped and I died in poverty." This is what Abel had to say about me after my death. "He is 
an extremely amiable man, but unfortunately as old as the stones".  "I believe that I am quite 
highly respected in the Higher mathematics world these days.". Tell me who am I ? 
Legendre . Full name -> Adrien-Marie Legendre.  More than a legend in mathematics though!!. 
There were couple of points I typed wrongly and perhaps due to that this remained  unanswered. 
He was born in 1752 and a typo saw it printed as 1852. I think  I confused about his death. I 
should have said his pension was stopped in 1824 and finally died in 1833 due to poverty. 
Ofcourse he lived close to 5 years in poverty, before finally meeting death in 1833. 
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"My father forced me to learn Theology as he was a priest in the ministry . I didnt want to 
disappoint him. In 1723  I  completed my Master's degree in philosophy having compared and 
contrasted   the philosophical ideas of Descartes and Newton. I  began my  study of theology in 
the autumn of 1723, following my father's wishes. At the University of Basel  I soon found an 
opportunity to be introduced to a famous professor Johann Bernoulli. ... True, he was very busy 
and so refused flatly to give me private  lessons; but he gave me much more valuable advice to 
start reading more difficult mathematical books on my own and to study them as diligently as I  
could; if I came across some obstacle or difficulty, I was given permission to visit him freely every 
Sunday afternoon and he kindly explained to me everything I could not understand .... " My 
biggest contributions to mathematics are to analytical functions , differential geometry and 
number theory.  A lot of you do not know that I did lot of work in mathematical physics for 
Laplace. " Now tell me who am I ! 
 
This was Mr. Euler. Full name Leonhard Euler. Euler was supposed to have an extreme acumen 
on math. He learned arithmetic computation at the age of 2, even before learning the language!!.  
 
"I was born on 18 May 1048 in Nishapur, now in Iran. My full name is "Ghiyath al-Din Abu'l-Fath 
 Umar ibn Ibrahim Al-Nisaburi al-Khayyami". I am known to the world mostly as a poet, but my 
contributions to mathematics include continued fractions, non-euclidian geometry propositions 
etc. I always loved to live in the Mountains and caves which may sound you familiar to Bin Laden 
these days. But I never had such intentions like he had. Most of my works were translated to 
English by Fitsgerald. ". So tell my name. 
    Mountain vala Omar Khayyam 
 
This is a quote from an extremely respected mathematician of our time. Just identify this guy. "I 
was a ten year old and one day I happened to be looking in  my local public library and I found a 
book on maths and it told a bit about the history of this problem and I, a ten year old, could 
understand it. From that moment I tried to solve it myself, it was such a challenge, such a 
beautiful problem, this  problem was Fermat's Last Theorem. My wife has only known me while I 
have been working on Fermat. I told her a few days after I got married. I decided that I really only 
had time for my  problem and my family and while I was concentrating very hard then I found with 
young children that it was the best possible way to relax. When you're talking to young children 
they're simply not interested in Fermat... 
 
 Quite simply Andrew Wiles, who is credited for finally solving the Fermat's Last Theorem, in a not 
so simple way as Fermat perhaps expected or bluffed. 
  
He  graduated from the University of Tokyo in 1953. With seemingly a great future in front of him, 
both in mathematics and his life (he was planning marriage) he took his own life. In a note he left 
he took great care to describe exactly where he had reached in the calculus and linear algebra 
courses he was teaching and to  appologise to his colleagues for the trouble his death would 
cause them. As to the reason for taking his life he says "Until yesterday I had no definite intention 
of killing myself. ... I don't quite understand it myself, but it is not the result of a particular incident, 
nor of a specific matter.". About a month later the girl who he was planning to marry also 
committed suicide. Well the problem that was troubling him was " The Fermats Last Theorem". 
Just tell me this unfortunate mathematician whose work in finally solving the FLT by Wiles is 
nothing but too close. 
 
 Yutaka Taniyama. It is said that all Andrew Wiles had to do for Solving FLT was to prove 
Taniyama conjecture. Sometime life play a funny role as did on Taniyama.  
 
My first name is John Charles. " My will established the most coveted Medal in mathematics, 
which has played the role  of the Nobel Prize in Mathematics. The International Congress of 
Mathematicians at Zurich in 1932 adopted my proposal, and the Medal was first awarded at the 
next congress, held at Oslo in 1936.  Medals were not awarded during World War II so the  
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second Medals were not awarded until 1950. I wished that the awards should recognize both 
existing mathematical work and also the promise of future achievement. To fit with these  wishes 
the Medals may only be awarded to mathematicians under the age of 40.". Now tell me my full 
name and the Prize known as:
